WHEN TO GO

The summer months between June and August
are when Greece comes alive. Athens can tip the
thermometer over the 30-degree mark, making the
Mediterranean, Aegean and lonian seas look so
appealing. Follow the crowd and head to the coastal
BéAng islands where the sultry daytime air is offset by cool,
nightly sea breezes. A word of warning though — if
you’re looking for a quiet holiday away from the

April to May and September to November are the
most comfortable times to travel.
